Student Eligibility: Any student who has received a Superior or “1” rating in a local association 
festival, NFMC festival, or UIL event from September 1 through May 1 of the current year. No 
Student Affiliate dues or theory requirements apply. 

How to Enter: Follow instructions on the registration form available on the TMTA Website. 

Time Limits: Repertoire is limited to 5 minutes or less in length. 

Honors Recitals and Awards: Each student will receive a critique and certificate at an Honors 
Recital adjudicated by TMTA Collegiate Student Chapter Members. A gold medal will be given 
for a “1” rating, and a silver medal for a “2” rating. Performances will be in a session room. Once 
times have been assigned, changes to the schedule will be made only if vacancies are available, 
and only if the student has time conflicts with other TMTA convention events. Requests for any 
changes should be submitted by the teacher to the chair of the All-Star Festival. No parental 
requests will be accepted.
